Supplementary Materials

Repeatability measures are included for healthy, ALS, and ALS with cognitive decline samples separately.
For the acoustic metrics, repeatability measures are provided for sentences and phonations separately.

Repeatability measures provided:
SEM = standard error of measurement
WSCV = within-subject coefficient of variation
ICC = intra-class correlation
MDC = minimal detectable change
Lower_LOA = lower bound limit of agreement
Upper_LOA = upper bound limit of agreement

NAs in SEM, MDC, and ICC are due to non-converging mixed-effects models.
NAs in WSCV and LOAs are due to 0s or negative values in the features or non-converging mixed-effects models.

The correlations between participants’ means and SDs are provided to assist in choosing between SEMs and WSCVs (WSCVs are more useful when the variability is proportional to the mean; SEMs are more useful when the variability is unrelated to the mean).
