Legend of Supplementary Figures

Figure S1. Receiver-operating characteristic (ROC) curves of factors associated with the risk of unfavorable disease (UD) including upgrading (ISUP > 3) and/or upstaging (pT > 2; pN1) in 338 intermediate risk prostate cancer patients. According to the area under the curve (AUC), the discrimination power ranked as follows: TLD (AUC = 0.635; 95%CI: 0.5735 – 0.698; p < 0.0001); positive surgical margins, PSM (AUC = 0.617; 95%CI: 0.551 – 0.683; p < 0.0001), cT2(a/b) (AUC = 0.613; 95%CI: 0.549 – 0.678; p = 0.001) and BPCD (AUC = 0.570; 0.507 – 0.634; p = 0.036). So far, TLD was the strongest factor associated with UD with a good discriminant predictive power. See also Table S1.

Risk model of unfavorable disease (UD) including upgrading (ISUP > 3) and/or upstaging (pT > 2; pN1) predicted by tumor load density (TLD) in 338 intermediate risk prostate cancer patients who underwent radical prostatectomy and extended pelvic lymph node dissection. As TLD increased, proportional risk of UD increased, accordingly, from 0.05 (TLD = 0.20 %/gr; first quartile) through 0.18 (TLD = 0.35 %/gr; median) up to 0.35 (TLD = 0.60, third quartile).
