Movie 1 (Figure 1a). TTE the parasternal short axis view shows the aneurism of basal part of ventricular septum and level of aberrant bundle obstruction.

Movie 2 (Figure 1b). TTE the parasternal short axis view shows coloured turbulent flow through RVOT.
Movie 3 (Figure 1c). MRI 4CH horizontal long-axis view, showing regional wall motion abnormalities at the level of mid-RV free wall.
Movie 4 (Figure 1d). TEE mid esophageal view shows 2D view of left-to-right shunt through VSD whose one dimension was 14mm (left) and direction of the VSD jet by color (right).
Movie 5 (Figure 1f). Right heart ventriculography shows muscular obstruction which divided right ventricle into two chambers.
Movie 6. Color TTE in modified parasternal short axis view shows left to right shunt through VSD and turbulent flow in subinfudibular region.

Movie 7. TTE in modified parasternal short axis view shows anomalous muscle band in mid-part of RV

Movie 8 (Figure 2c). MRI in longitudinal axis shows dilated CS and septal leaflet of TV which partially closed VSD.
Movie 9 (Figure 2d). MRI in short view shows RVOT with aberrant bundles.
Movie 10 (Figure 2f). TTE in parasternal short axis shows abnormal hypertrophy of muscular free wall, just across the jet of the VSD.
Movie 11. Color TTE in parasternal short axis shows direction of the jet from VSD and turbulent flow at the level of RVOT obstruction.
Movie 12 (Figure 2g). TTE 4CH view shows extreme RV hypertrophy and atypical apical shelf of the right ventricle.
