Supplemental Figure 1. Cotton wool spots (CWS) after intravitreal injections of an anti-VEGF agent for treating macular edema associated with CRVO. (A) Before the treatment. (B) One month after an initial intravitreal injection of aflibercept (IVA), some CWS (white arrows) were seen along the retinal vein. (C) Two months after the injection, CWS (white arrows) become fainter. A second injection of aflibercept (IVA) was given for the recurrent macular edema in this patient. (D) One month after the second injection, CWS (white arrows) became more obvious.

Supplemental Figure 2. Development of cotton wool spots (CWS) after an intravitreal injection of an anti-vascular endothelial growth factor agent with no increase of the retinal non-perfusion area. (A) Before the treatment (20/1000, OD), the eye was treated with panretinal laser photocoagulation and an intravitreal injection of aflibercept (IVA). (B) One month after the injection, CWS were observed. Fluorescien angiography showed no deterioration of the retinal perfusion. Macular edema was reduced and visual acuity was improved to 20/500, OS.

Supplemental Figure 3. Development of cotton wool spots (CWS) after an intravitreal injection of an anti-VEGF agent with deterioration of retinal perfusion. (A) Before the treatment with an intravitreal injection of aflibercept (IVA), the visual acuity was 20/100, OS,. (B) One month after the injection, numerous CWS were observed around the optic disc, and fluorescein angiography showed numerous non-perfusion areas. Although the macular edema was not reduced, visual acuity was maintained at 20/130, OD.
