LEGENDS TO THE VIDEO

Segment 1. Preoperative: The patient with Meige Syndrome exhibits predominant blepharospasm associated with orofacial dyskinesia affecting the lips and the superficial muscles of the neck. The limbs are free of abnormal movements.

Segment 2. Preoperative: infrared recording of marker movements. Patient was asked to keep her eyes open.

Segment 3. Postoperative: 6 months after left side ventro-postero-lateral pallidotomy, patient demonstrates substantial improvement of blepharospasm and orofacial dyskinesia.

Segment 4. Postoperative: infrared recording of markers emphasizes the positive impact of surgery.
