Videos 1--3: Bouveret’s syndrome diagnosed by endoscopy and simultaneous fluoroscopy.

Video clip 1 shows upper endoscopy and the impacted gallstone in the duodenal bulb.

Video clip 2 presents upper endoscopy, combined with simultaneous fluoroscopy with pneumobilia due to air insufflation into the bile ducts via the bilioenteric fistula.

Video clip 3 presents the endoscopic attempt to retrieve the stone with a polypectomy snare. One can nicely recognize the disproportion of the diameters of the pylorus and the stone within the duodenal bulb. This is the reason why endoscopic therapy attempts often fail.
