00:13 Depiction of flap superimposed on nasal septum with the dual arterial inputs

00:17 Identification of the incisive canal using image guidance to ensure preservation of the nasopalatine arterial pedicle.

00:20 Vertical cut posterior to the incisive canal from the nasal floor to the level of the choanal arch.

00:22 Vertical cut at the sphenoid face from the level of the choanal arch to the skull base.

00:27 Horizontal cut connecting the two vertical cuts at the level of the choanal arch.

00:34 Horizontal cut at the level of skull base from sphenoid face to caudal septum.

00:44 Anterior back cut to allow the flap to roll onto the nasal floor. 

00:51 Flap elevation in a submucoperichondrial plane

1:09 Release of superior portion of flap to allow for displacement of mucosa onto the nasal floor

1:24 Post EMLP neo-ostium with extensive denuded bone

1:33 Replacement of anterior flap along nasal septum with rotation of posterior flap over frontal beak along point of maximal tension(PMT).

1:53 Final intraoperative position of the flap.

2:07 Healing on post-operative day 6 with patent neo-ostium and minimal crusting.
