	Hypercholesterolemia
	Current or history of abnormal plasma high-/low-density cholesterol values

	Smoking
	Present or past

	Alcohol consumption
	>80 g per day at least in the previous year

	Obesity
	Current BMI ≥ 30

	Coronary artery disease
	History of angina pectoris or acute myocardial infarction, or evidence from coronary artery catheterization

	Previous stroke/TIA
	Previously diagnosed

	Heart Failure
	Previous history 

	Chronic renal disease
	GFR < 60mL/min/1.73m2

	Poor compliance
	Indicated by the patient or relatives

	Interruption for medical/surgical reason
	Cases of clinically recommended antithrombotic suspension considered to be in relation to the present stroke

	Non-cardioembolic
	All patients that had a stroke from other etiologies than cardioembolic

	Valvular atrial fibrillation
	Atrial fibrillation with mitral valve rheumatic disease or prosthetic heart valve

	Coagulation levels on VKAs
	International Normalized Ratio (INR) > 2.0 or as predetermined by the attending physician in cases of prosthetic heart valves

	Coagulation levels on Rivaroxaban
	Elevated prothrombin time according to the reference values in each local laboratory

	Coagulation levels on Dabigatran
	Elevated activated partial thromboplastin time according to the reference values in each local laboratory
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
