In order to exclude an influence on the OS, we excluded these patients and repeated the analyses. In the unmachted cohort (A) patients treated with sorafenib showed a median OS of 8.8 [8.2 – 9.5] months compared to 16.0 [8.3 – 23.7] months in the SBRT treated patients (p<0.001). After propensity score matching (B) sorafenib treated patients had a median OS of 9.6 [8.6 – 10.7 ] months compared to 16.0 [10.5 – 21.5] months in the patients who received SBRT.


Supplementary Figure 2
In order to analyze the effect of the median biological effective dose (biological equivalent dose: BED10,TD) on OS we stratified our cohort of SBRT patients in two groups according the median BED10,TD (84 Gy). Patients with a BED10,TD < 84 Gy had a median OS of 17.0 [8.9 – 25.9] months compared to 17.9 [8.7 – 27.0] months in patients with a BED10,TD ≥ 84 Gy (HR 0.89 [0.54 – 1.49], p=0.674).
